“With these two-quarters
of strong performance, the
$225 million bonds are likely
to be repaid fully in next 4
months from the sales pro-
ceeds, well in advance to its
scheduled maturity of March
2023, thefiling said.

Basisthe current trajectory,
the company expects the pro-
ject to be fully sold out well
ahead of the target of Q4,
FY24.

Onthe Lincoln Square pro-
ject, the company said that it
has achieved pre-sales of £14
million (around ¥140 crore)
during the third quarter of this
fiscal.

“The project remains on
track for a sell-out over the
next 1-2 quarters,”it added.
